METHODOLOGY

= One of three Provincially approved methods could be adopted:

= Period Prevalence Count
= Point in Time Count
= Registry Week

= Huron County selected a Period Prevalence Count
= Conducted March 19t — 25t 2018

Outdoors, public spaces, tents, vehicles, sheds, boats
= Emergency Sheltered
Local shelters; Out of the Cold & domestic violence shelters
= Provisionally Sheltered

Couch surfing, transitional housing, institution (jail, hospital)

= Chronicity of Homelessness
= Frequency of Homelessness

= Reason for Homelessness
